Requests for Emergency Food Assistance 
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     Requests for emergency 
food assistance have 
continued to climb in 
Licking County since the 
inception of the Food 
Pantry Network in 1981.  
The above graph compares 
the number of families 
served by the Food Pantry 
Network of Licking County 
per month in 2003 to the 
average number of families 
served each month during 

the previous two years.  
Also included within this 
graph are the number of 
families served each month 
during 1997. 
     In 2003, the Food Pantry 
Network provided over 
19,000 families with a three 
or more day supply of food.  
That accounts for over 
867,568 pounds of food 
being distributed to the 
hungry citizens of Licking 

County.  
     This trend has already 
been seen in 2004 and is 
expected to continue 
throughout the year.  If we 
continue at the same 
increased rate for the rest of 
2004, our pantries will 
distribute over 945,000 
pounds of food, a 9% 
increase over last year, to 
the hungry citizens of 
Licking County.

     The  Commodi ty 
Supplemental Food 
Program (CSFP) is a 
federal USDA food and 
nu t r i t i on  p rogram 
serving the elderly in 
L i c k i n g  C o u n t y .  
Program administration 
is a cooperative effort by 
the Ohio Department of 
Job & Family Services, 
Mid-Ohio FoodBank, 
and the Food Pantry 
Network of Licking 
County.  Participants 
within the CSFP program 
receive a 35 pound box of 
f o o d  e a c h  m o n t h .  
Collaboration with the 
Licking County Ageing 
Program, Licking County 
LEADS Centers and 
Catholic Social Services 
has been crucial to ensuring  

the distribution of food 
boxes to the seniors on a 
regular basis.  Eligible 
participants must be 60 or 
older,  meet income 
guidelines of 130% of the 
National Poverty Level and 
live in Licking County.  
     L i c k i n g  C o u n t y 
currently has 300 slots 

available for 
seniors, which 
are full at this 

time.  There are an 
additional 200 seniors on 
a waiting list within the 
County.  The Food 
Pantry Network of 
Licking County has 
continued to request that 
Mid-Ohio FoodBank and 
the Ohio Department of 
Job & Family Services 
allocate  additional slots 
to Licking County to be 
utilized to serve those 
still in need. 
     The Food Pantry 

Network would like to 
thank Lucent Technologies 
for packing the CSFP boxes 
for the first four months of 
this program.
