Tamarack Farms Dairy

The Business of the Year Award is given to a business in
recognition of unrelenting support to the Food Pantry Netw
of Licking County. Tamarack Farms Dairy, Newark, Ohio is
one of the major supporters of the Food Pantry Network of
Licking County.

As a partner in the fight to end hunger in Licking County,
their support has been outstanding. This past fiscal year Doug Blacksten accepts the
Tamarack Farms Dairy contributed over 34,834 pounds of fpodusiness of the Year Award
to the Food Pantry Network of Licking County.

Tamarack Farms Dairy opened in 1978 and currently is in a 122,000 square foot facility
situated on a 20 acre site on the west side of Newark. They run a complete line of fluid milk,
beverage, cottage cheese, sour cream and yogurt that is distributed to Kroger stores in Ohio and
West Virginia. At full capacity Tamarack Farms Dairy can hold 300,00 gallons of raw milk,
12,000 gallons of O.J. concentrate, 117,000 gallons of pasteurized fluid, 118,000 gallons of
cultured product and 6 vats of cheese holding 21,600 gallons. Within the 122,000 square foot
facility they have 36,000 square feet of cold storage that will currently hold 80,000 cases of
product. Tamarack Farms Dairy operates with 176 employees.
